Item 5.6 Recreational Facilities. 
Item 5.6.1 Playground update – Councillor Holman told the meeting that Risborough Rangers (RR) have started their new season. Clerk stated that an invoice for £500 has been sent for this year’s use of the playing field. RR are considering replacing the portaloo which is currently being rented, with a small pent shed and quotes are being obtained. Cllr Holman told the meeting that she had located an ex demo shed at a cost of ~£250. This will be put to RR and in future this may also include “camping” style toilet, funds allowing. 
Item 5.6.2 Biodiversity update Cllr Holman stated that the Church details have been updated and that wildlife citation and species listing has now been added to the website under both “amenities”, and “local attractions”. Cllr Holman also stated that the “big rake” has been carried out and the “tete a tete” bulbs have been ordered for delivery in early November. Cllr Holman has approached the Head at Great Kimble School to ask if some school children could help with the planting of the bulbs.  
Item 5.7 Finance.  The pre council reconciliation and savings and current account balances were checked by Councillor Withey and signed off.
